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A little over 100 years ago the law did not allow women in the UK to vote in any elections.
Many women and men joined organisations that worked to change this law. Some of those
campaigning for the right to vote used direct (and occasionally violent) acts to highlight their
cause. These people became known in the newspapers and across the country as Suffragettes.
In 1918 the hard work of all the organisations involved was rewarded when the law was
changed and women over 30 years old could now vote. Suffragettes wore sashes and badges

with the words Votes for Women on. Their colours were green, white and purple.
